Why do rivers matter? 

In our writing lessons, we will be focusing on 
a illustrated picture book called 'Journey'. 

We will be exploring different parts of 
narrative writing and having a go at writing 

parts of a narrative ourselves. After this, we 
will be using Roald Dahl's Revolting Rhymes 

to have write our own poetry. 
In our reading lessons this term, we will be 

reading the book ‘The Thames and Tide Club 
– The Secret City’ by Katya Balen.  

 In maths this term we shall be learning 
about Mass and Capacity (equivalent 
capacities and volumes), Fractions 
(adding and subtracting fractions, 
partitioning the whole, unit and non-unit 
fractions) and Money (pounds and 
pence, converting pounds and pence, 
adding and subtracting money and 
finding change). 

In Science, our topic this 
term is Animals including 
humans, the children will 
learn about what our bodies 
do with the food we eat. 

This term in computing we 
shall learn how to program 
Sprites to move around a 
maze successfully using 
Scratch and Scratch Jr.  

In French, children will be 
able to recognise and 
spell 10 fruits. 

We will be focusing on 
Geography this term. 

In Music lessons, children 
will continue to learn the 

Ukulele with lessons 
provided by Oxfordshire 

music service. 

 The children will be 

learning about 

relationships (family roles 

and responsibilities, 

friendships, global 

citizenship, being safe 

online). 

In our outdoor PE this term 

we shall be learning about 

Outdoor Adventurous 

Activities (OAA) and in our 

indoor PE lesson, the rules 

and skills required  to play 

tennis. 

Sikhism - Do Sikhs think it is 
important to share? Do 
religious people live better 
lives? Do all religious 
beliefs influence people to 
behave well towards 
others?  

This term in Year 3, we will have a focus on why rivers matter.  Children will study 

the physical features of a river and its processes. Using this knowledge, the 

children learn how humans use rivers and how they have historically and still play 

a crucial role in settlement location.
