Top tips for sharing books:
e TFind a comfortable place to share a book with little or ho distractions.
e Spend time |ooKing at the front cover and have a guess what or who it will be about.
e (Jse voices ahd expression to bring the Characters Or £aCts to life.
e Talk about hew voCabulary or spot rhymes and repeated phrases.
e Remember to Choose a mixture of fiCctionh, hoh-fiction and poem/ rhyme books over time.
e HAVE FUN and pass on the |ove of reading.



Your child’s reading

Help your child to practise the phonics they have been learning in school and develop reading with their Read Write
Inc book that is closely matched to the sounds they are learning. Read this book three times a week as shown below.

Remember: Supporting your child to read is the single most important thing you can do
for them to assist their schooling!
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Reading Book Bags and Diaries
Please listen to your child read the school RWI book three times a week as outlined above.

We ask that parents then comment in the reading diary about your child’s reading each time
they have read. If the diary does not contain comments each week, we will assume that they
have not received any support from home with their reading and we will contact parents to
offer help and advice.

However, reading more widely is also essential and we recommend
reading/ sharing books daily. This could be books from a library,
your own collection at home, an online book (for example Oxford
Owl), a comic, magazine or children's newspaper.
