
Year 4 – Term 3
English

Reading: During this term we will be 
reading a range of Greek myths, including 
Theseus and the Minotaur, Pandora's Box 
and Medusa.

Writing: We will be performing a re-told 
Greek myth to develop our understanding 
of the characters and important messages 
within the myths. We will also create our 
own mythical characters, and we will be 
writing our own Greek myths.

Maths

We will continue to develop our fluency and rapid 
recall of our times table facts.

We will also learn about factor pairs, and we will 
begin to understand how we use them. We will 
multiply and divide by 10 and 100 and look at 
related multiplication and division facts. We will 
learn how to multiply and divide a 2-digit and a 3-
digit number by a 1-digit number. 

Finally, we will be learning about perimeter, 
measuring in kilometres and metres.

History Science

This term in Science we will be working on a 
big investigation in preparation for this year's 
Science fair. The theme for this is 'Time'.

As a class, we will choose a testable question 
linked to time. In groups, the children will plan 
and conduct an investigation to solve this 
question. Once conducted, they will analyse 
their results and create a Science-Fair Display 
and presentation.

Art

Our topic in art this tern 
is Ancient Greek Pottery. 
We will design and make 
our own Greek vases. We 
will sculpture our own 
vases using Modroc, and 
we will evaluate our finial 
product.

Computing French PE

Indoor PE- Gymnastics
We will develop balancing, rolling, 
jumping and inverted movements 
and use these skills to create 
more complex sequences. 
Outdoor PE- Football
We will develop our 
understanding of the attacking 
and defending principles of 
invasion games.

We will be learning about 
who the Ancient Greeks were 
and their key beliefs. We will 
also learn how Britain was 
and is still influenced by the 
Ancient Greeks, with a focus 
on democracy and the 
Olympic games. We will be 
exploring a range of sources 
to help us understand the 
Ancient Greeks.

We will  be learning how to 
present ourself in French, saying 
our name, age and nationality.  We 
will learn how to use basic 
greetings, asking someone how 
they are feeling and how to 
provide a response to this. We will 
develop the skill of holding a 
simple conversation with a partner, 
asking questions and being able to 
answer one. 

We will be learning about 
'Dreams and Goals', 
looking at how we can 
achieve our hopes and 
dreams. We will also learn 
that sometimes dreams do 
not come true, and we will 
focus on building 
resilience to overcome this 
disappointment. 

Music
We will  be learning the song 
Bringing Us Together – a disco 
song about friendship, peace, 
hope and unity. We will be singing 
the song and learning to play 
instruments with the song. We will 
also learn to sing and play 
instruments to the song Old Joe 
Clarke – a traditional folk song 
from the Southern States  of 
America.
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
